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We look back in admiration and sorrow to all that pain, to all that fervour. We particularly remember that woman
who presented herself to Us during the inspection we made in the Ogaden, in the early times of the war. She
wore a cartridge belt and held tight an Italian rifle. These weapons had formerly belonged to the man who killed
her husband in front of her eyes and then waded into her to abuse her. The whole Ethiopia was in that woman.

Italians, good people? The unsolved question of the Ethiopian War and the italian colonialism.

Marina D’Ecclesiis, Radio Citta Aperta

“Coming back on the Ethiopian war means today comparing with our actual abyss: with the legend of “italians,
good people”; always useful in times of an aggressive foreign policy, with prejudices for the “others” that is the
result of a coloialist past never criticized.

This is the theme of the conference held yesterday at the Physic Faculty, La Sapienza University, Rome:“Ethiopia
1935/1941: journey in the italian dark heart”,

The war in Ethiopia was one of the many shames of the fascist Italy, today forgotten. This war, conducted in the
name of “civilization”, hides many hard barbarities of the Italian army, as the use of mustard gas against civilians.
This war has seen 760.000 victims and, as enphasized by Loredana Baglio from “Corrispondenze Metropolitanee”,
“[this war] has seen women as protagonists too, because of the violence and abuses perpetrate against them
from the italian invadors, lead by the legend of the “new fascist man”: dominant, strong and superior”. Therefore,
the strenght of the Ethiopian Resistance belongs even to them, to those women who suffered abuses but still
kept bearing in everything their fathers and their brothers. Without them, the Resistance would have been,
maybe, impossible, considering the armaments difference.

Today it’s important remembering what happened in Ethiopia, because of the analogy with the actual italian
foreign policy: the fascist regime of Mussolini showed to the italian people that the war in Ethiopia would have
been a peaceful occupation. The Ethiopian man was represented as an inferior one to be civilized. To justify those
racist conception, the regime used not only scientific theories, but even an obesessive propaganda that showed
black men as slaves, primitives, letting enter in the italian culture stereotypes: in fact, the ethiopian war coincides
with the period of greatest agreement to the regime by the italians. Nowadays the situation is not so different: as
underlined by the anthropologist Nancy Aluigi Nannini “our culture is soaked with colonial categories, especially
in our language”, and even today they talk about civilization and exporting democracy.

Moreover, the emphasis given in Italy to the theme of “security” with the help of the National press legalized
every kind of discrimination against foreigners. Time ago, the USA journal “The Nation” accused Italy to be a racist
nation, and the episodes of violence against immigrants are more and more frequent. So, this is the time for our
nation to face with our past, to solve the present social plagues and to stop the neocolonialism process of this
new millenium.

“Tornare sulla guerra d’Etiopia oggi, vuol dire confrontarsi col nostro abisso attuale: con il mito degli “italiani
brava gente”; sempre utile in tempi di politica estera aggressiva, con quei pregiudizi verso I'altro che sono anche il
portato di un passato colonialista mai criticato”.

Per giustificare
gueste concezioni fortemente razziste, il regime si servi non solo di teorie scientifiche ma anche di una
propaganda ossessiva in cui gli uomini di colore erano rappresentati come servizievoli o primitivi, facendo
penetrare nella cultura forti stereotipi: la guerra d’Etiopia, infatti, coincide con il periodo di massimo consenso al
regime tra il popolo italiano. Oggi la situazione non &€ molto diversa: come sottolinea I'antropologa Nancy Aluigi
Nannini, “la nostra cultura e intrisa di categorie coloniali, presenti soprattutto nel nostro linguaggio”, e ancora

oggi si parla di popolazioni da civilizzare, e di esportazione della democrazia.

Time ago, the USA journal “The Nation” accused Italy to be a racist
nation, and the episodes of violence against immigrants are more and more frequent. So, this is the time for our
nation to face with our past, to solve the present social plagues and to stop the neocolonialism process of this
new millenium.
